for the people of metro Richmond. In 2009, we awarded nearly
$2 million to 40 organizations working to improve the health and

wellness of local residents and their families. Our commitment to
The Community Foundation’s 2009 Safety Net Fund helped to
leverage an additional $420,000 to nine health-related agencies
experiencing increased demand for services. By working closely with
our nonprofit partners, we help to ensure that vulnerable families
receive primary care and preventive services when they

Foundation not only helps nonprofits address current needs, but also
prepares them for the challenges and opportunities that lie ahead.
Our board actively works with local and regional experts to research
current health trends and identify innovative solutions.

can follow their lead in expanding services to women suffering from
substance abuse. We also continued to monitor the environment of
health care reform to determine how future changes may impact

our local health care safety net.

FACT 75 ACTIVE VOLUNTEERS e Free Clinic of Powhatan

A grant from the Jenkins Foundation enabled the Free Clinic of Powhatan to hire its first
paid staff person, a full-time Director of Operations, who has recruited and trained 75
volunteer doctors, dentists and administrative assistants. The Clinic would not be able to
provide its growing roster of patients without its dedicated volunteer pool.

23,170 SKILLED CARE VISITS ¢ IVNA

Over the past year, IVNA conducted over 23,000 skilled home care visits to 1,200 patients.
Seniors reported an 81% improvement in cognitive functioning and a 52% improvement in

the management of oral medications.
