2012 GRANT GUIDELINES

What is the Richmond Giving Circle?

The Richmond Giving Circle was started in 2007 by The Community Foundation to encourage volunteerism and philanthropy by engaging young professionals in a collaborative grantmaking program.  Members contribute to a common grantmaking pool, which is then used to support at least one grant annually in a focus area of their own choosing.

2012 Funding Priorities

As young philanthropists, Richmond Giving Circle members wish to support 501(c)(3) organizations in the Greater Richmond region where their grant will have the greatest impact.  This year, the RGC will select a local nonprofit that best meets the following criteria:

· Must provide direct service to individuals or families;

· Must serve the Greater Richmond region (defined as the counties of Chesterfield, Goochland, Hanover, Henrico and the cities of Colonial Heights, Hopewell, Petersburg and Richmond);

· Must implement innovative or unique solutions to address identified community needs;

· Must evaluate programs with measurable outcomes at least annually;

· Must not discriminate in any of its programs or activities based on gender, race, color, national origin, religion, sexual orientation or disability.

· Faith-based organizations will be considered as long as religion is not used as a criteria for entrance into a program, and clients have the option to opt out of religious-based programming.

· Preference for organizations that collaborate with other nonprofit or governmental agencies.

Other Considerations

· Please submit only one proposal per organization.  
· Organizations that received a grant from the Richmond Giving Circle must wait a full year from the end of their grant period before submitting another request.

· Site visits may be scheduled for organizations under consideration.

· Grant recipients must submit a Final Report no later than one year from receipt of funds.
· Please see additional requirements as noted on the Request for Proposal form.

Size and Timing of Grant Awards

One grant of at least $8,000 will be awarded in 2012.  Organizations may submit grant proposals for operating, programmatic or capital requests.  Please review the following timeline:

February 15…………….Receipt deadline for proposals, including completion of GiveRichmond portrait

March 15………………..Organizations will be notified about the status of their proposals.

April………………………..Site visits will be conducted for the finalists.

May 15……………………Final grant award will be announced
