After Submission

The Community Foundation will review all proposals for eligibility, and forward grant applications to Impact 100 members on your Focus Area Committee.  (Please ensure you select only one Focus Area at the top of your Organization Summary)

Site Visit
From the applications, Impact 100 Richmond members will select two to three semifinalists in each of the five Focus Areas and conduct site visits.  The objective of the site visit is to complete a general due diligence review and to investigate and resolve any final questions. Further guidance will be provided to the limited number that are selected for a site visit. 

Presentation to Membership
Information about each finalist will be shared with all Impact 100 Richmond members. A representative from five finalists will be invited to Impact 100 Richmond's annual meeting on May 8, 2012 to make a short presentation about their proposal to all Impact 100 Richmond members. Impact 100 Richmond members will then vote on the finalists, with each member casting one vote and the majority deciding on the $100,000 grant recipient(s).
