


Virginia League for Planned Parenthood - $50,000 
To support prenatal care and women’s support services 
by expanding its prenatal clinic by four hours each week.

Virginia Supportive Housing - $50,000 To support 
the Financial Foundations program, which provides 
financial literacy training to nearly 900 households,  
as well as mortgage counseling to 20 households  
per month.

William Byrd Community House (WBCH) - $50,000 
An emergency grant to support general operating costs 
in response to increased need.

Youth Life Foundation - $30,000 To provide emer-
gency operating support so that the agency can maintain 
after-school programming at its two neighborhood-based 
learning centers.

Commonwealth Catholic Charities - $75,000 To support the 
HELP (Help in Emergencies and Long Term Planning) program, 
which provides emergency financial support to people who need 
assistance with past due rent, mortgage or utility services. 

CrossOver Ministry - $75,000 To support operating costs, 
including part-time bilingual staff and continued support of the 
Pharmacy Manager.

Family Lifeline - $45,000 To support the Bright Future Fund, 
which provides families with vouchers to purchase food in 
emergency situations, as well as the Healthy Families program 
for at-risk families with children under age five.  

Fan Free Clinic - $50,000 To support operating costs for the 
medical clinic.

FeedMore - $150,000 To provide operating support for the 
summer months when demand dramatically increases.

Goodwill Industries of Central Virginia - $199,500  
To support the reinstatements of three job counseling positions 
lost in 2008. A second grant was used to hire three additional job 
counselors for the Petersburg and Northside Richmond Employ-
ment Centers. 

GRASP (Greater Richmond Area Scholarship Program) - 
$12,500 To support more frequent advising sessions at five area 
high schools for families seeking financial aid assistance for 
post-secondary education.

Homeward - $100,000 To implement the Rapid Re-Housing 
program, a collaborative effort to house homeless families 
quickly and connect them to community-based support services 
designed to help them maintain their housing.

Housing Opportunities Made Equal (H.O.M.E.) - $100,000 
To support the foreclosure intervention program, which finds 
solutions that help families who are at risk of foreclosure keep 
their homes.

The Healing Place - $50,000 To provide 
operating support.

IVNA - $75,000 To provide emergency 
support for in-home health care services.  

J. Sargeant Reynolds Community  
College (JSCC) - $15,000 To accom-
modate the growing demand for summer 
program services of the Middle College.

Jewish Family Services - $45,000  
To support HomeCare services for medi-
cally underserved and underinsured elderly 
residents, as well as coordinated care for 
seniors with a wide range of disabilities.

Legal Aid Justice Center - $30,000 To support operations of 
its Richmond office, including services for families with housing 
issues and clients with unemployment insurance needs.

Lewis Ginter Botanical Garden/FeedMore Partnership - 
$15,000 To purchase seeds and equipment to cultivate a new 
community garden at Lewis Ginter that will benefit Kids’ Cafe 
and Meals on Wheels clients.

Pathways Virginia - $40,000 To provide emergency operating 
support to continue the Youthbuild program, which combines job 
training and leadership skills for young adults who have dropped 
out of school.

Richmond CASA - $15,000 To provide emergency operating 
support for the agency, which assigns trained and supervised 
volunteers to work one-on-one with abused and neglected chil-
dren who are involved in the Richmond Juvenile and Domestic 
Relations Court. 

Salvation Army – Richmond Chapter - $50,000 To provide 
emergency food and financial assistance to individuals and 
families in need. 

Society of St. Andrew - $15,000 To provide fresh produce for 
clients of Central Virginia feeding agencies.

St. Joseph’s Villa - $50,000 To provide supportive services for 
homeless and unemployed families from the Flagler Home and 
the Lewis Children’s Center.

Virginia Hunters Who Care - $34,300 To support processing 
of 20 additional tons of venison, providing 160,000 four-ounce 
servings to families in need.

Inspired by the leadership of The Community 

Foundation, the regional affiliates in Glouces-

ter, Mathews and the Northern Neck each 

set out to provide local funding for neighbors 

most impacted by the recession. TCF assisted 

in the effort by awarding a $12,500 challenge 

grant to each affiliate. The local advisory board 

members personally committed to the challenge, 

and worked diligently to inform and encourage 

individual donors, local businesses and other 

foundations. Lead gifts were received from the 

William and Katharine Owens Foundation, the 

Jessie Ball duPont Fund and the Sanders Foun-

dation Fund. All together, the regional affiliates 

raised close to $200,000 for their local com-

munities to assist with housing, transportation, 

employment, food, fuel and medical care.

Each week, Fan Free Clinic 
conducts financial screen-
ings for 30 new patients 
who are found eligible 
to receive free medical 
care. To meet this growing 
demand, a grant from  
the 2009 Safety Net Fund 
will enable Fan Free to 
increase the number of 
available appointment 
slots by 10% in FY10.

To help combat hunger in 
our region, Lewis Ginter 
Botanical Garden part-
nered with FeedMore to 
cultivate a new community 
garden. More than 8,000 
pounds of fresh vegetables 
were donated to benefit 
Kids’ Cafe and Meals on 
Wheels clients, ultimately 
resulting in a savings of 
over $16,600 for Feed-
More this year.

In the four month period 
following support from 
the 2009 Safety Net Fund, 
Commonwealth Catholic 
Charities was able to 
provide 381 individuals 
with emergency financial 
assistance.

About the 
2009 Safety Net Fund

The Community Foundation maintains a long-

standing commitment to ensuring the vitality 

and health of our local nonprofit sector. In late 

2008, as foreclosure and unemployment rates soared 

and the financial markets collapsed, the Foundation’s 

Board of Governors moved quickly to create the 2009 

Safety Net Fund. With an initial $1 million from program 

reserves and additional support from generous donors, 

the fund grew over the course of the year to become 

a significant resource for local nonprofits experiencing 

decreased funding and increased demand for services.

The fund was structured to address emerging needs 

presented by the economic crisis in the following ways:

• Strategic grants to nonprofits with the capacity and 

   regional scope to meet basic human needs such as emergency financial assistance,  

   housing assistance, food or employment;

• One-time emergency grants to nonprofits that provide a critical community service and 

   are particularly hard hit by the economic crisis;

• Technical assistance and support to organizations seeking help with budgeting, 

   or that wish to explore the option of a merger or administrative collaboration  

   with another agency.
